Mayor Sherry Inman and four Board of Aldermen met in regular session July 12, 2022 at 7:00 P.M. in Selmer City Hall. Aldermen present:  John Austin, John Finlayson, J. T. Hawkins, and Willie Sain.  Johnny Norris was absent.
The meeting opened with prayer by Bobby Pickle followed by the pledge of allegiance to the United States flag of America led by Street Superintendent Ray Ouellette.

Motion by Willie Sain and seconded by John Finlayson to approve the minutes of June 2022.  All four present voted yes.  Motion carried.
Motion by J. T. Hawkins and seconded by John Austin to accept the June 2022 financial reports. All four present voted yes.  Motion carried.
Department reports were given.

As advertised a public hearing was held concerning the first reading of an Ordinance to  amend the Official Zoning Map of Selmer, TN to rezone parcel 062.02, 062.03, and 063.04 on McNairy Co Tax Map 089 parcels 010.00, 010.01,012.00, and 026.00 on McNairy Co Tax Map 089k as of June 2022 along Falcon St., Industrial Park Dr. and Maxwell St. from M-1 (Industrial District) to R-3 (High Density Residential) zone.
James Daniel owner of SMC Recycling stated that he had been in business in the   Industrial zone for 40 years and that he did not want the apartments built behind him that was requiring this rezoning.  He asked that this change not be done.

Anthony Knight told the board that he and his brother had owned the property requesting this change since 2004.  He explained that a part of this property was residential and that he and his brother had it for sale the entire time but that this was the first time that they  had a buyer. Anthony said that there was not enough housing to accommodate the work force and that the purchaser would be the same people who had built the other nice apartments (Rosewood Apt) in the area.   Nicky Moore owner of Precision Assembly behind the property agreed that there was certainly a need for more housing and that more apartments like Rosewood would be nice, but urged the board to leave this property Industrial so that it can be used for industry later. He urged them to ask themselves which would be best for Selmer. Some voiced that the noise from the metal would be a problem on any close residence.
Building Inspector Jim Replogle stated that he believed that the apartments would be nice and that a large Buffer between the Apartments and the Industries would need to be in place and that the town could require it. Willie Sain stated that SMC was often so loud that he could hear it at his house.  "Dealing with medal is loud."  "There is a need for houses and land is not available." John Finlayson said he felt sure that the Apartment builders will construct a Buffer.
Motion by John Finlayson and seconded by J. T. Hawkins to pass on 1st reading an Ordinance calling for the above rezoning of Property from the M-1 Zone (Industrial District) to R-3 Zone ( High Density Residential).  All four present voted yes.
Motion carried.

1st Reading Passed.

Motion by John Finlayson and seconded by Willie San to adopt a Resolution adopting the Town of Selmer, Tennessee Americans with Disabilities Act Self-Evaluation and Transition Plan whereby the Town partnered with A2H, Inc. to conduct a Self-evaluation and Transition Plan.  All four present voted yes.  Motion carried.  Resolution passed.
Motion by J. T. Hawkins and seconded by Willie Sain to donate $5,000.00 from the recent Carnival proceeds to Carl Perkins Center.     All four present voted yes.
Motion carried.
